1.0		GENERAL INFORMATION
Because of generous friends and donors to the department, the Department of Exercise Sciences is pleased to make available three scholarships to students. Scholarships pay half-tuition for either Fall or Winter semester for one academic year. Scholarships are not available for Spring or Summer terms. Depending on available funds and number of applicants, students may receive a scholarship for two semesters from two different scholarships. Students can apply for all of the scholarships for which they qualify but can only receive one scholarship for a given semester. Students can reapply for a scholarship the following year (up to three years). 
2.0		QUALIFICATIONS
	Minimum department requirements for all three department scholarships: 
1. You must be a continuing undergraduate student at Brigham Young University (Provo) in good standing with a declared Exercise Sciences or Exercise and Wellness major at the time you apply and the semester(s) supported by the scholarship. Students who have not completed a fall or winter semester at BYU, have no credit hours at BYU, or have 120 or more credit hours will not be considered for a scholarship. 

2. To be considered for a department scholarship, you must also apply for a university scholarship and a college scholarship. Applications for these scholarships are available online at the College of Life Sciences Scholarship web page (https://lifesciences.byu.edu/lsa/scholarships).
Specific Scholarship Requirements
	Charles J. Hart Memorial Scholarship requires applicants to have completed at least 60 credit hours of coursework (but not more than 140 credit hours) at the time of application. The recipient must maintain a course load of at least 12 credit hours in each semester supported by the scholarship.
	Douglas C. and Joy W. Heiner Scholarship is available to students who will be applying for entrance into a medical program (e.g., MD, DO, PA, PT, OT, ND, DC and Nursing).  Applicants are required to have completed at least 45 credit hours of coursework (but not more than 140 credit hours) at the time of application. The recipient must maintain a course load of at least 15 credit hours in each semester supported by the scholarship and an overall GPA of at least 3.5.
	Garth and Geraldine R. Fisher Scholarship requires applicants to have an overall GPA of at least 3.0.
3.0		APPLICATION PROCESS 
1. Complete and submit your online application for a university and college scholarship on or before the deadline. 

2. Fill in the department scholarship application page included in this packet. Submit a printed copy to the secretaries in the Department of EXSC in 106 SFH. Ask that it be given to Dr. Pat Vehrs. Do not e-mail copies of your application. If the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or holiday, you may submit your application on the next workday that the department office is open.
4.0		SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION EVALUATION PROCESS

1. Your application for a department scholarship will be reviewed by the department scholarship committee after being reviewed at the university and college level. Applications for a department scholarship will not be considered if you do not apply for a university and college scholarship or if the applications are incomplete. Handwritten department applications will not be considered. 

2. The evaluation of your application for a department scholarship will be based on the general criteria for a department scholarship, criteria for the specific scholarship (see Section 2.0), information included on the Department application, and information included in the applications for university and college scholarships (e.g., GPA, essays, letter of support, etc.). Your application will not be evaluated based on gender, race, ethnicity or other factors that may introduce unfair bias or exclusion from consideration.

3. Applications for department-level scholarships will be prioritized as follows:

First priority. Qualified applicants who have not received university or college funding. 

Depending on availability of funds and number of applicants:

Second priority. Students who have received half tuition funding for one semester from university, college, or department sources.

Third priority. Students who have received half tuition funding for two semesters from university, college, or department sources.

4. If you receive a department scholarship, you must submit a thank-you letter as instructed in the award letter before receiving scholarship funds.

5. Scholarship funds will not be sent directly to you. Scholarship funds will be available through the financial aid office. Scholarship funds can be used at your discretion.

6. [bookmark: _Hlk161741202]If you will be serving a mission or serving in the military during the semester the scholarship is awarded, you can request a deferment. No longer qualifying for a scholarship (Section 2.0) is not grounds for deferment. The request for a deferment must be submitted in writing prior to your leave and include the name of the scholarship received, the amount received, the semester (Fall or Winter) that the scholarship was to be awarded, the reason for deferment, and the anticipated semester you will return to Brigham Young University. Submit the letter to pat_vehrs@byu.edu. Upon returning to Brigham Young University, submit a written request to reinstate the scholarship funds. Submit the letter to pat_vehrs@byu.edu. The scholarship funds will be deferred to either the Fall or Winter semester that you return to Brigham Young University. If upon returning to Brigham Young University, you do not meet the criteria for the scholarship (Section 2.0), you will lose the scholarship and cannot defer funding until you do qualify for the scholarship. You can reapply for a scholarship the following cycle. Funds from other scholarships will not be substituted if you no longer qualify for the scholarship originally awarded.

7. If you no longer qualify for the scholarship (Section 2.0) during the semester for which it is awarded, you will lose the availability of scholarship funds and cannot defer the scholarship. You can reapply for a scholarship the following cycle.
